1If there are felony charges with a Vehicle and Traffic Law 
(VTL) misdemeanor charge, all the charges go to the Youth 

Part. VTL misdemeanors can’t be sent to Family Court. 
2Family Court Judge hears the case. 
3Treated as an adult, but age considered at sentencing. 
 
 

Case goes to Family 

Court if DA does not 

file motion to try to 

keep the case in the 

Youth Part within 30 

days. 

If DA files a motion within 30 

days to stop case from going to 

Family Court – DA must show 

“extraordinary circumstances” 

why case should stay in the 

Youth Part. 

No Extraordinary Circumstances Extraordinary Circumstances 

3-Part test: goes to the Family Court 
unless fails the test because the crime 
involved: 

• Significant physical injury, or 

• Display of a weapon, or 

• Sex Offenses 
 

Passes Fails 

DA consents to send the 

case to Family Court.
