Electronic Filing

For every e-filed case, all submissions to the Court, including proposed orders, proposed
judgments, and letters directly addressed to the Court, must be electronically filed through NYSCEF.

Working copies must be delivered no later than 10:00 a.m. on the first business day
following the electronic filing of the document on the NYSCEF site.
