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Appeal by the defendant from a judgment of the County Court, Dutchess County
(Dolan, J.), rendered June 9, 2005, convicting him of criminal possession of a controlled substance
in the second degree, upon his plea of guilty, and imposing sentence.

ORDERED that the judgment is affirmed.

Contrary to the defendant's contention, the sentence imposed, a determinate term of
imprisonment of eight years, was within the range authorized by the applicable statute (seePenalLaw
§ 70.71[3][b][ii]), and therefore was not illegal.

The defendant's remaining contentions are without merit.
