1)  That I am an attorney-at-law duly admitted to practice law in the State of New York, and a Law Guardian assigned to represent juveniles in                                County Family Court.  That I am assigned to represent the above-captioned juvenile and this affirmation is based on our office records and on information and belief based on my conversations with the Respondent herein,                                 , and                                 .


2)  That the Respondent was adjudicated by this court to be a Juvenile Delinquent and by an order of Fact-finding and disposition, dated                                             was placed with the New York State Division for Youth for a period of eighteen months terminating on                                                   .


3)  That an extension of placement was granted on                                for a period of      months and another extension was granted on                                          for a period of       months, said Order expiring on                              .


4)  That my office was contacted by the Respondent on                            at which time the Respondent stated that because of a change in The New York State Division for Youth’s regulations, he had been moved from his foster home/independent living program into a foster home that he found unacceptable because of the restrictions placed on him.


5)  That the foster mother in his previous foster home,                            , was also an employee of DFY.  DFY’s new regulation forbade employees from also being foster parents.


6)  That DFY told the Respondent and                             that if she became a certified foster parent through Catholic Families Services of Rochester, they would contract with that agency and the Respondent could remain in that program.


7)  That after                      certified with Catholic Families Services, DFY informed her that they would not contract with Catholic Families Services and the moved the Respondent to another DFY foster home.


8)  That the Respondent came into the Family Court system with a lengthy history of drugs and violence.  In the 2 years that he has been with DFY, he has done a complete turnaround.


9)  That the Respondent is requesting that the Court place him with The                    County Department of Social Services for purposes of transferring his custody to                  County Department of Social Services so that he can be placed back in the home of                        through Catholic Families Services and that his placement be extended for a period of one year so the Respondent can avail himself of the services that will be offered to him as he completes his 2 year degree program.


10)  That the Respondent counselor from DFY’s foster care office in Rochester,                                                , fully supports the plan outlined above.



WHEREFORE, we respectfully request:


1)  that the Respondent’s placement with the New York State Division for Youth be terminated and that his placement be transferred to the                              County Department of Social Services;


2)  that The                              County Department of Social Services be ordered to transfer the Respondent’s custody to the                       County Department of Social Services. and;


3)  that the Order of Placement dated                                       be amended to expire                                          at which time another extension can be filed enabling the Respondent to remain in care through the end of the school year.
