
ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER OF THE
CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE JUDGE OF THE COURTS

Pursuant to the authority vested in me, and with the advice and consent
of the Administrative Board of the courts, I hereby amend, effective immediately,
section 202.16(c) of the Uniform Civil Rules for the Supreme and County Courts,
relating to matrimonial actions, to read as follows:

(c) Retainer Agreements [and Closing Statements]

(1)  A signed copy of the attorney's retainer agreement with the client

shall accompany the statement of net worth filed with the court, and the court shall

examine the agreement to assure that it conforms to Appellate Division attorney

conduct and disciplinary rules.  Where substitution of counsel occurs after the filing

with the court of the net worth statement, a signed copy of the attorney's retainer

agreement shall be filed with the court within 10 days of its execution.

(2)  An attorney seeking to obtain an interest in any property of his or

her client to secure payment of the attorney's fee shall make application to the court

for approval of said interest on notice to the client and to his or her adversary.  The

application may be granted only after the court reviews the finances of the parties

and an application for attorney's fees.
