Recently,
three young men in Albany, all facing state prison for criminal possession of a weapon, graduated after
successfully completing the U-CAN requirements. Today, all three are living in the community in full
compliance with probation requirements, working fulltime, paying taxes, and helping to support their
families. In this session, Judge Ackerman and Mr. Caher will explain the mechanics and logistics of
U-CAN, and provide a step-by-step tutorial on how to establish a program in any community.
